As a minimum standard to begin your studies in Units 1-2 and Units 3-4 I will insist that you complete the following instructions over the summer break. It is essential that this work is completed; failure to engage in these tasks will seriously undermine the standard of your portfolio and product but will also  interfere with the learning of others who have completed the research. 

Unit 3-4 students
You are required to compile the following information.
A detailed client profile.
Collect sufficient ergonomic data of the client that relates directly to the situation.
A thorough research of possible material choices.
Begin preliminary sketches of the proposed project. 

Unit 1-2 students
You are required to compile the following information.
A client profile.
Possible project based on an existing design. (Object must come from the needs of a client but has the limitations of starting from an already known design)
Four – five different options (not sketches but rather ideas you may pursue)
Understand that there will be restrictions on the size and complexity of the project. 

All students are required to purchase a sketch book (A3), the Design and Technology text book and bring your own colour and graphite pencils and erasers.
It is also desirable for each student to down load Google Sketch-up over the break and become familiar with its format. This is essential for Unit 1-2 students as Sketch-up will be an assessable component of the study design for semester 2.
